Introduction and Conclusion Practice
Assignment:

Develop and present the introduction and conclusion to a speech based on your group’s assigned topic.  Your introduction must include an Attention- Getter, Topic/Purpose Statement (thesis), and Preview.  Your conclusion must include a Review and a Summary/Tie Back to what you said in the intro. 
1.  Come up with your statement about your topic and purpose.

2.  Brainstorm possible main points to support your topic and purpose.

3.  Select three main points and begin sketching out the basic outline for 
     your speech.

4.  Develop a creative attention getter and a clear preview of the 3 main 
     points.

5.  Come up with a review statement and a suitable summary/tie back to the   

     intro.
6.  Ask yourselves the following questions:


-- Do the introduction and conclusion include all necessary 


components?


-- Does the attention getter get attention? Is the audience interested 


and eager to hear the rest of the speech?


-- Is the topic and purpose of the speech clear?  Does the preview 


contain three main ideas?  Does the audience know where the 


speech is going and why?

7.  Write out the introduction and conclusion legibly.

8.  Decide who will say the intro and who will say the conclusion. Practice 
     speaking them.

     COMPLETE INTRODUCTION AND CONCLUSION.
