1)birth—Martha Helen Kostyra, August 3, 1941 in Jersey City, NJ; second of 6 children raised in working class community of Nutley, NJ



2) parents—father Edward Kostyra—pharmaceuticals salesman, taught her gardening when she was only 3;  mother Martha Kostyra—teacher, taught her cooking, baking, canning, homemaking, and sewing from early age



3) HS and college education—joined lots of clubs and organizations in HS (debate, student government, civics club, choir, home economics, etc.) to better herself and create as many opportunities as possible; worked as a model from age 13 appearing in fashion shows as well as TV and print advertisements; with money she earned from modeling and a partial scholarship, she attended Barnard College in Manhattan where she received a Bachelor of Arts degree in European history and architectural history in 1962



4) marriage and daughter—While at Barnard, she met Andy Stewart, a Yale law student and married him in 1961; in 1965, a daughter, Alexis, was born


B) Next, Martha has had a fabulous career.



1) stock broker—After college, she continued her work as a model but also became a stockbroker on Wall Street for the firm of Monness, Williams and Sidel, where she gained her early business training



2) move to Connecticut and catering business—She worked on Wall Street until 1972, when the family moved to Westport, Connecticut



3) 19th century farmhouse—The family spent their time restoring a 19th century farmhouse. After this, she decided to devote her energy to gourmet cooking.



4) Julia Child—She trained herself from Julia Child's Mastering the Art of French Cooking. Then in 1972, she started her own catering business, which showcased her remarkable talent and originality. She soon became known for her unique, creative presentation. Within a decade, Martha Stewart, Inc. had grown into a $1 million business serving a number of corporate and celebrity clients. She began writing a column for the magazine House Beautiful and worked as a contributing editor to Family Circle magazine.



5) books—Her unique visual presentation of food and the elegant recipes she created for her catered events were the basis for her first book, Entertaining in 1982, which has become a bestseller and an American classic. It was followed in quick succession by Martha Stewart's Quick Cook Menus, Martha Stewart's Hors d'Oeuvres, Martha Stewart's Christmas, Martha Stewart's Wedding Planner, Pies and Tarts, and Gardening. Her newfound fame took its toll, however, on her personal life. The end of her 29-year marriage to Andy came in 1990 after a bitter 3-year separation.



6) magazine—Appearances on morning TV programs led to Time, Inc. publishing Martha Stewart Living magazine in 1991. Her lifestyle empire soon grew to include two more magazines (Martha Stewart Weddings and Martha Stewart Kids,) a checkout size recipe publication, a syndicated newspaper column, a series of how-to books, an internet site (marthastewart.com), and $763 million dollars in annual retail sales.



7) TV—Her syndicated TV show, Martha Stewart Living began airing in 1992. 



8) Martha Stewart Living Omnimedia goes public—In 1997, she bought her business away from Time, Inc. and renamed it Martha Stewart Living Omnimedia. On October 19, 1999, she returned to Wall Street to see her company thru its initial public offering on the New York Stock Exchange. At the end of the day, the price of the 72 million shares had jumped more than 95% and had raised almost $130 million.



9)resigns as CEO—In June of 2002, she became tangled in an insider trading scandal unrelated to her company. In December 2001, she sold her shares of stock in the drug company, ImClone, one day before the FDA's refusal to approve the company's new cancer drug caused the stock to drop. She was accused of getting insider information about the FDA decision and its impacts from her stock broker Peter Bacanovic. In June of 2003, Martha Stewart pleaded not guilty to federal charges including securities fraud, obstruction of justice, conspiracy, and making false statements to prosecutors and the FBI. She resigned as chairman and CEO of Martha Stewart Living Omnimedia but remained on the board and as chief creative officer. Her trial was held in 2004 and she was found guilty on March 5th of all charges in the case except securities fraud.
