PRACTICE OUTLINE ASSIGNMENT


Pick a place where you have lived or visited. This place should be interesting and memorable to you. If you cannot think of a place, use Amarillo.


Think of three things about that place that you would like to tell others. This can be broad, like Amarillo's sports events, Amarillo's cultural events, and Amarillo's dining places. Or, they can be very narrow and specific, like hockey, basketball, and football in Amarillo. 


Write an introduction and a conclusion for a speech you would give about this place. Be sure to grab our attention, state the topic, and preview the main ideas (body) of your speech in the intro. Be sure to review the main ideas (body) in the conclusion and summarize or tie back to the intro.


For the body, outline what you would say to the audience about this place. Use the following as a guide.
